1. GENERAL INTENT

2. FEES

NOAA pays a fee of $500.00 for the jurying.

3. EXPENSES

Meals are paid up to $40.00 per day.  (Juror must submit receipts).  Lunch may be provided by Club or NOAA at viewing location.

Accommodations will be booked locally and paid by NOAA.  Jurors are expected to arrive at 9:00 a.m. to meet with convenor for instructions, at which time a list of awards will be presented to each juror.  

4. TRANSPORTATION

NOAA will pay bus or train fare (no air fares), or if traveling by car, NOAA pays gas.  (Please keep receipts).

5. CREDENTIALS
A Curriculum Vitae or short biography of the Juror is required.

6.
DIRECTION TO JURORS
SELECTED ARTWORK: The jurors’ primary goal as they review the entries should be to select pieces which display excellence in art, as opposed to how individual pieces may “fit” into an overall show. The pieces should NOT be selected to fit any specific theme.
SIZE OF EXHIBITION:  Jurors are to select a MINIMUM of 35 to a MAXIMUM of 40 paintings. 

AWARDS: Jurors will be provided with a list of awards they are to select. Honourable Mentions may be given at their discretion.

CRITIQUES – as these critiques are vital tools to assist our Northern Ontario artists to grow, jurors are required to write:

a) A general statement about the accepted work (i.e. why they chose the pieces they chose), and an overall critique of the entries as a whole.  This statement and critique will be displayed at the NOAA Exhibition and published in the NOAA bulletin.  
b) They are also asked for a brief critique of each of the pieces, both selected and unselected. To simplify this individual critique they will be provided with a standard NOAA critique form (see example below). Jurors are encouraged to include brief comments as part of the critique, i.e. positive qualities or how the piece may be improved.
